The American Institute of Certified
Public Accountants (AICPA) describes Accounting as “The One Degree
with 360 Degree Possibilities.” Your accounting degree prepares you to
become successful CPA, entrepreneur, CFO, or CEO. In fact, no matter
what you decide to do, accountants have access to top jobs. More
than any other business function, accounting prepares you to take

on senior management positions in any field. Why? First, accountants
are known for their trustworthiness and high degrees of integrity.
Second, accountants have the financial acumen necessary to diagnose
the financial health of their companies and determine activities that
maximize the outcome of decisions that affect a firm’s value. Third,
the path from the CFO (the top accounting job) to the CEO position is
increasingly seen as a natural transition. In recent years, the CFO posi-
tion has become a training ground and stepping stone for the top jobs.
Accounting students are provided with an unparalleled opportunity
for hands-on experience by working on national projects such as the
Corporate Governance Index project allowing them to develop practi-
cal and professional skills and gain valuable experience.

The Accounting Program:

Across the world, accounting programs attract the best and the
brightest students and open doors of opportunity to pursue careers
in financial planning, financial control, risk management, financial
analysis, public accounting (public auditing), internal auditing, internal
control, corporate governance, management and financial consulting,
business valuations, and many more. Graduates of accounting pro-

If you decide to join one of these firms, you are likely to start
your career after completing your undergraduate accounting degree
at Alfaisal College of Business as an associate accountant. Within your
first five years with the company, you would have been promoted to
different positions, such as a senior associate, auditor, senior auditor,
and by the end of your fifth year, you are likely to be in charge of a
portfolio of more than 50 companies, spanning across several indus-
tries (e.g., banking, petrochemical, insurance, you name it).
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Program Structure:
